Instructions for children’s artwork to be displayed: 
Children’s hand artwork should be stapled, or taped, onto string or ribbon vertically in lengths of 8, 10, or 12 feet. 
Hands must be hung vertically and strung together before submitting. Please secure hands firmly and do not send  
separate hands without connecting them together.  All art work will be hung vertically from railing/ceiling toward  the 
 floor.  Please do not make large signs as the display will not hold the weight.  Attaching small pictures or posters together  
will be fine (maximum sizes:  8 ½” x 11” or 11” x 14”).
